Explanatory note

This note is not part of the regulations, but is intended to indicate their general effect.

These regulations, which come into force on 1 July 2020, amend the Gambling (Fees)
Regulations 2015.

The amendments, which relate to the impacts that measures taken in response to the
COVID-19 outbreak have had on class 4 gambling operators and casino operators,—

. waive fees payable by existing class 4 gambling operators for the period from
25 March 2020 to 30 June 2020:

. waive fees payable by casino operators for the period from 25 March 2020 to
13 May 2020:

. freeze the class 4 annual venue fee payable by class 4 gambling operators at the
level payable for the 2019/2020 financial year.
